A PRIVATE CUVEE FOR EACH GRAND CRU

Grand Cru Classé in 1855, the prestigious Chateau Léoville-Poyferré is located in the heart of the
renowned Médoc region. As a superb embodiment of the Saint-Julien appellation, its elegant
complexity serves to enhance its aristocratic splendor.

Ten generations have contributed to establishing the heritage of Chateau Lascombes, Grand Cru
Classé in 1855. Every one of them has labored to ensure the excellence of its wines. Fine and
harmonious, it reveals all the exquisite character of the Margaux appellation.

This Cuvée Privée is a marvelous embodiment of the elegance of the great Saint-Emilion. It's
created especially from a selection of plots of La Gaffeliere Vineyard. This smooth and fresh wine
reveals all the loving care lavished on this property with its historic charm.

Chateau Beauregard with its time-honored savoir-faire has been reborn to become a Pomerol
great. Built in the XlIth century in the heart of the smallest and prestigious Bordeaux appellation,
the estate has established its reputation on its majestic site but also on its remarkably fresh and
elegant wines, like this private cuvée.

The Chateau Malartic-Lagraviére is one of the only Grands Crus to be classified in both red and
white. It reveals the outstanding work accomplished, worthy of its superb terroir. The balance
between the power and suppleness explains why it is justifiably admired by wine-lovers
worldwide.

The history and reputation of Chateau Lafaurie-Peyraguey are inextricably bound up with those
of the Sauternes appellation and the 1855 classification. The wealth of relics at the chateau bear
witness to the eight-century heritage of Chateau Lafaurie-Peyraguey.

Grand Cru Classé in 1855, Chateau Dauzac has been revealing for centuries the quintessence of
an exceptional terroir by perpetuating the tradition inherited from the past and by valuing the
estate’s exceptional biodiversity, a key source for the quality of the wine.

Chateau Faugeres is an unfinished story written with passion, dedication and an insistence on
quality - the hallmarks of its owner Silvio Denz. Its winery, veritable cathedral of wine which
overlooks the vineyard, is today a landmark in Saint-Emilion.

Located at the edge of the medieval city, on the southern slope of the «Butte du Cadet» hillside,
Chateau Cadet-Bon vineyards benefit from an exceptional soil and micro-climate. As a result from
a unique tradition since the XIVth century Saint-Emilion is complex and elegant.
